Eucharist, The Lord’s Supper, and Holy Communion are
all names for this beloved sacrament which our Galt UMC
family will be celebrating this coming Sunday. Each of these
names emphasizes a special aspect of this holy mystery through
which the Lord Jesus Christ gives Himself to us. Eucharist is
from the Greek word for thanksgiving and reminds us to give
thanks to God for the gifts of creation and salvation. The Lord’s
Supper reminds us that Jesus Christ is the host and that we
participate at Christ’s invitation to take part in the special meal
He ate with His disciples the night before His crucifixion. The
term Holy Communion invites us to focus on the consecrated
bread and cup as a means of grace through the presence of the

Holy Spirit. So, for me, I see these three names as representative
of Father (Eucharist), Son (The Lord’s Supper), and Holy Spirit (Holy Communion) — three in
one, each highlighting an aspect of this holy mystery through which our living God gives

Himself to us.

This coming Sunday we will celebrate our Eucharist/Lord’s Supper/Holy Communion
as part of our on-line Worship. As next Sunday (August 2nd) approaches I invite you to set
apart some bread and juice for consecration. While grape juice is preferred, any juice, or even
water, will suffice. Bread of any kind may be used, or even a cracker or cereal flake is
acceptable. Find a special plate and cup to use that can be designated for this holy purpose
for the duration of your sheltering in place. Even after our Church reopens for in person
Worship, there will no doubt be some of you who will continue to stay at home. You may
continue to take Holy Communion in this way for as long as necessary.

Remember that the Lord invites to His table “all who love Him, who earnestly repent of
their sin, and seek to live in peace with one another.” Love. Repent. Seek Peace. That’s our
mission this week. Will you join me?
